the federal government initiated a process to support health transformation that will benefit
First Nations people of northern Manitoba via the establishment of a northern regional First
Nations health entity;

Manitoba Keewatinowi Okimakanak (MKO) received funding from the federal
government to develop a governance structure for a northern First Nations health entity
which may, as may be supported by First Nations leadership, aid northern First Nations in
the negotiations of health-related funding at the community level in the future;

MKO has established such a governance structure named Keewatinohk niniw
Minoayawin Inc.,

the Keewatinohk Inniniw Minoayawin Inc. is established to support, provide and contract
for health and wellness-related services to northern Manitoba First Nations and their
citizens;

a function of the Keewatinohk Inniniw Minoayawin is to seek and provide for First Nation
identified solutions to healthcare gaps while aiding in the achievement of First Nations
health sovereignty, Nation by Nation;

the Keewatinohk Inniniw Minoayawin will source and distribute funding for both
aggregate and First Nation-specific health care solutions, engage in contracts to fill health
services gaps, and address other health and wellness priorities with respect to northern
Manitoba First Nations;

ongoing comprehensive health services and successful service delivery models are critical
to health and well-being for First Nations people at the community and regional level;

Opaskwayak Health Authority has achieved success in implementing a community-based
health service delivery model based on best practices and partnerships;

Opaskwayak Health Authority has committed to assist other First Nations communities to
successfully develop their community-based health services; and

RE:  Health Service Gaps to Northern First Nation Communities

the Canada Health Act states that “the primary objective of the Canadian health care policy
is to protect, promote and restore the physical and mental well-being of residents of Canada
and to facilitate reasonable access to health services without financial or other barriers;”

health is a basic human right and everyone has the right to the highest attainable standard
of physical and mental health, which includes access to all medical services, sanitation,
adequate food, decent housing, healthy working conditions and a clean environment;

health services are often missing or non-existent in the northern First Nation communities,
particularly Non-Insured Health Benefits, such as dental and eye exams, making it more
complicated to access services for people living in isolated communities that have no road
access;

Jordan’s Principle Program funding is provided to all First Nations communities within the
MKO region but does not meet the needs of the children as eligibility requirements are
restrictive;

gaps in health services remain and not all health services exist to provide life saving
measures within the MKO communities, such as traditional ancestral practices with
western medicines, pal“merships advocacy for elders due to a negative reaction to
medications, ambulfulce services and transportation of clients to the Nursing Statlons for
treatment;

limited access to physician services on a regular or as needed basis require the nurses to
work 24 hours, 7 days a week, 365 days per year providing clinical care services after hours
and on an emergency basis and as well, nurses taking on the duties of the physician is
overwhelming as nurses are not trained to perform the duties of physicians; and

crystal methamphetamine and other heavy drug use in communities are taking over the
lives of some people, and services and outlets are non—ex1stent to provide clinical support
to people who need it.

THEREXORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Manitoba Keewatinowi Okimakanak Chiefs-in-Assembly

direct the MKO Grand Chief to find means and ways to verify and
address the health service gaps in the First Nation communities
affiliated with MKO; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Manitoba Keewatinowi Okimakanak Chiefs-in-Assembly

direct the MKO Grand Chief to ensure protocols are developed to
apply for services to address the gaps to the communities.

WHEREAS, in 2014, MKO was put on the first level of the Default Prevention and Management Policy
and subsequently taken off intervention in fiscal year 2019/2020;

WHEREAS, the Keewatinohk Inniniw Minoayawin Inc. is a legally recognized entity as of December
18,2019;

WHEREAS, the current MKO Clinical Care Transformation funding agreement expires March 31,2021
and the Keewatinohk Inniniw Minoayawain entity is not guaranteed funding beyond March
31,2021;and

WHEREAS, funding is required during the transition phase of MKO Clinical Care Transformation to
the Keewatinohk Inniniw Minoayawin Inc. to continue to operate beyond March 31, 2021.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the MKO Chiefs-in-Assembly direct the MKO Grand Chief
to support the Keewatinohk Inniniw Minoayawin Inc. with a
multi-year funding arrangement for strengthening to build internal

RE: Opioid Replacement Therapy

WHEREAS, in 1989, MKO secured a twenty-one-bed residential treatment Centre in Nisichawayasihk
Cree Nation to address alcohol and drug abuse prevalent amongst the membership,

WHEREAS, MKO and the Nisichawayasihk Cree Nation recognizes the emergent opioid crisis as an
imminent threat to our First Nation communities,

WHEREAS, the Nisichawayasihk Cree Nation leadership has determined the need to re-focus the
Nelson House Medicine Lodge programming towards opioid agonist therapy.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the MKO Chiefs-in-Assembly direct the MKO Grand Chief to
support the Nisichawayasihk Cree Nation re-direction to opioid
replacement therapy for the Nelson House Medicine Lodge; and
